1. Conference Workshop. These are skills-building workshops that are 2 hours long taking place Friday morning. Limited space to 4 workshops.
2. Conference Presentation. These presentations are 60 minutes long, taking place Friday afternoon and all day Saturday. 
3. Poster Presentation. These are presentations on a displayed poster taking place during the Friday evening reception. 
Proposals for workshop/presentations in languages other than English are encouraged, specifically the ones in high demand in California. Workshops and presentations can be in any of the following areas:  
a) Language Access, and LEP patients’ rights

b) Medical terminology and healthcare concepts

c) Interpreting in specific medical specialties
d) Culturally and linguistically appropriate health care services
e) Skills needed for, and challenges on interpreting in medical/legal settings (worker’s comp) 
f) Interpreting skills in consecutive, sight translation, and simultaneous modes
g) Interpreting in languages of lesser diffusion
h) Specific challenges for the Indigenous communities, Indigenous interpreters, and how to deal with those challenges

i) Work benefits or challenges for contract interpreters, freelance, staff interpreters, translators and bilingual employees

j) Applications of technology that improve access to care, interpreter training and on-the-job tools for working interpreters
k) Healthcare interpreting for ASL interpreters
